Belgesel
Bulusmalari / SaturDox baslidi altinda gergeklesecek olan gdésterimlere,
filmin temasiyla ilgili bir uzman veya akademisyenin sunumu eslik edecek.
Filmler, DOCUMENTARIST'in arsivinde yer alan diinya belgesel
sinemasinin nitelikli rnekleri arasindan segilecek, ayrica yerli
belgeselcilerin filmlerine de yer verilecek.

Belgesel Bulugsmalari’nin ilk 6 aylik programinda; Balkanlarin ‘ortak’
kimliginden Hrant Dink cinayetinin perde arkasina, Filistin-israil iligkisinin
insani boyutundan Orta Asya’daki siddet sarmalina mizikle meydan
okuyan sanatgilara, iran’daki rejim krizinden Afrikali gégmenlerin
Avrupa’da aradiklari ‘cennet’e, Meksika’'daki cocuk iscilerden bir beyin
cerrahinin Ukrayna’daki insanisti gabalarina kadar, diinyanin dért bir
koésesindeki insanlik hallerine taniklik eden filmler yer aliyor. Tutiin Deposu
ek binasindaki yeni salonda gerceklesecek olan gdsterimlerde, bitiin bu
konular perdeye yansimakla kalmayacak, o konulara vakif olan uzman
konuklar tarafindan masaya yatirilacak.

Starting on 9 January 2010, DEPO and DOCUMENTARIST will organize
documentary screenings on every other Saturday. DOCUMENTARIST has
been organizing documentary film festivals and independent screenings in
Istanbul for the past two years. The screening program at DEPO titled
SaturDox will be accompanied by presentations by professionals and
academicians working in related fields. A selection of noteworthy examples
of international documentary cinema from the DOCUMENTARIST archive
and the work of local documentary filmmakers will be included in the
program.

The first SaturDox program to run for 6 months will feature a collection of
documentary films bearing witness to conditions of humanity around the
world: the common ‘identity’ of the Balkans, the assassination of Hrant
Dink, the relationships between Palestinian and Israeli people, artists
challenging the chain of violence in Central Asia with music, the crisis of
the regime in Iran, the ‘heaven’ immigrants from Africa are searching for in
Europe, child labor in Mexico and the superhuman efforts of a
neurosurgeon in Ukraine... After the screenings which will take place at the
annex building of DEPO, the films and related issues will be discussed by
guest speakers who are competent on the subjects.

“Corridor #8” captures the moods, prejudices and hopes of people
paradoxically living ‘far away, so close’ to each other in three Balkan
countries. The film is a mosaic composed of fragments from the everyday
lives of the characters who live along a non-existent Balkan road passing
through Bulgaria, Macedonia and Albania.

Burada, insan aklinin tasavvur edemeyecegi iskence uygulamalari sonucu
32 kisi yagamini yitirmis, yiizlerce insan sakat kalmis ve binlerce hayatin
seyri degismistir. Belgesel, bu yillar arasinda uygulanan sistematik
iskenceleri taniklarin anlatimiyla aktariyor.

The period between the military coup on 12 September,1980 and the year
1984 is called the ‘ferocity period’ by the convicts of Diyarbakir Prison.
Here, due to unimaginable torture and abuse, 32 people lost their lives,
hundreds were maimed and thousands of lives were changed
permanently. This documentary exposes the systematic torture that took
place during those years via testimonies of witnesses.

Is this ‘liquid gold’ more of a curse than a blessing
for this troubled country?
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
